SIE

• Skill
– Looking for four skill areas

• Academic, Personal Management, Teamwork, 
Technology

– You will need three examples of each
– These are things that you have already done 

or are working on at this time
– This does not mean you label each example 

with the section that it is for!



Identify

• You tell what the sample is
– If it is a photo you say photo of…

– If it is a paper that you wrote you say research 
paper on…

– You just tell us what it is that we are looking 
at!



Explanation

• What do you want the reader to gain from 
this example
– Do not restate the obvious

• It is an award for attendance don’t say I received 
this award for attendance

– You need to decide what your sample is and 
tell us



Ideas for each area

• Academic
– An essay you did well on

– Work you had to do research for
– Tests you did well on

– Progress reports
– Assessments you’ve done



• Personal Management
– Self promotion items

– Planner pages 
– Any thing you track over time 

– Checklists
– Awards that reflect you ability to manage time

– Something that shows you’ve organized an 
event or activity

– An item that shows you’ve been given 
responsibility over something

– Practice Journals



• Teamwork
– Project that reflects your ability to work with 

another person
– Shows your commitment to an organization

– You’ve done something with a group to get 
something done

– Awards for participation on teams

– Photos of you with a group with common 
objectives

– Something that is a reflection of your ability to 
get along with others



• Technology
– This is a demonstration of your ability to use 

tech
– Power point slide you’ve used for presentation

– Multi media presentation of yourself
– Face book page

– Brochure on a topic
– Excel graphs you used to analyze data
– Designing skills

– Formatting for effect in a paper or 
presentation



• You will also need to design divider pages 
for each section.
– These need to be reflective of the material in 

that section

– A common theme is good to have
– Pics are good here too

– Quotes work well also









Tags

• Yes, you need to have a tag or label on 
each sample
– Each tag should list the SIE’s

– Be in order
– S can be a word or two

– I should be brief what when of the sample
– E should be a descriptive sentence or two of 

how this sample shows the skill
• Spelling and grammar count so triple check



Size and look

• Your tag should be easy to see
– Think border to make it pop out

– Change font color
– Background

• Your tag should be located in nearly the 
same pace on each sample with out 
covering up important information

• Clean edges, not too large, easy to find
